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The processes of regional development of Ukraine are aimed at planning of
economic activity (activity of enterprises located in a certain territory, determination
of production volumes and sales of products, provision of services, increase of
production efficiency and its quality characteristics, provision of resources), scientific
and technical activities (basic scientific research for national economic scientific and
technical problems, creation of fundamentally new technologies, means of
production, materials, etc.), social activities and (solving problems of improving the
quality and quality of life of people, improving living conditions, ensuring the
educational, cultural and family needs of everyone), environmental activities
(reducing and offsetting the negative impact of production on the environment,
exercising control over the activities of non-compliant businesses established norms
of rational use of water, land, forest resources, aimed at ensuring compensation of
damages to enterprises inflicted on nature and society as a result of their unlawful
activity).

Ukraine does not have a clear mechanism for the livelihood of the regions,
which helps to create comfortable living conditions for the population, opportunities
for the reproduction of productive forces. A special place in the ways of increasing
the efficiency of the system of life support in the region, according to O. Karlova, is
the rational use of fixed assets of enterprises of the regional economy, the use of
innovative technologies, the formation of investment attractiveness, the quality of
provided housing and communal services [1].

According to the experience of economically developed countries, innovative
high-tech and science-intensive industries in the aviation and space industries, energy
engineering, pharmaceutical industry, nanos and biotechnologies are becoming
strategic directions for the development of the regional complex [2].

That is why the priorities for shaping regional socio-economic development as
a factor of inclusive development should be the following:

— high-tech and high-tech engineering, aviation;

— technological renewal of the fuel-energy and agro-industrial complex;

— transport infrastructure, logistics;

— cross-border cooperation;

— water supply;

— development of scientific and educational complex.

Development and improvement of management of the regional complex
includes research on the socio-economic features of regional development, its reform,
formation of mechanisms of functioning, new approaches and principles of pricing
and tariff policy formation and theoretical foundations of managing the region’s
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economy. The sustainable region’s goal should be to solve every problem that
provides a solution to many other problems and does not create new ones.
