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ARCHITECTURAL EDUCATION IN UKRAINE (1920-1970s)

The architectural education is an integrated system of knowledge, which reflects
both the specifics of society at a certain historical stage, and synthesizes social,
technical, artistic knowledge and more. That is why there is a vision of the history of
architectural knowledge through the prism of its main purpose is to cover life in its
entirety.

The history of architectural education considered through the prism of the
transfer of symbolic capital through “chains of experience” from masters to students
for a long time [1]. The training of architects began to be gradually integrated into
national higher education systems from the 19th century. Architectural knowledge
mainly reproduced through the formal system of higher education of universities
around the world in the twentieth century. Critical attitude to university practices of
architectural education, their remoteness from the “real world of practice”, has
developed since the late twentieth century. This prompted researchers to comprehend
the historical features of the formation and development of architectural schools and
the consequences of their institutionalization in higher education.
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The architectural knowledge had a special place in the educational environment
for the training of specialists in urban planning in the “Soviet period” of the history of
Ukraine. “Architectural educational reality” analyzed through the local history, namely
institutions of higher education in Kharkiv (Ukraine) [2]. Interpretive research practice,
including contexts of architectural modernism, urban planning history is applied. The
general change of accents in architectural activity from art-aesthetic to technical and
engineering emphasized.

The Kharkiv Institute of Municipal Construction Engineers (XIIKB) rejected the
principle of synthesis of architecture with painting and sculpture. In this, it contrasts to
foreign architectural schools. The impetus for architectural education in HIIKB served
urbanization processes in Ukraine. It was found that the architecture education XIIKB
(1920-1970’s) was considered as a synthesized knowledge about the creation of the
material and spatial environment. It was also scientific and practical basis in the
training of specialists in the field of industrial and civil construction.
