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According to preliminary data, in January-October 2023, farms of all categories
produced about 6 million 277.4 thousand tons of raw milk, which is 6% less compared
to last year's period. In October 2023, the volume of milk yield in Ukraine amounted
to 610.50 thousand tons, which is 3% less compared to September of this year and 6%
less than in October 2022. In January-October 2023, the share of enterprises in the
production of raw milk amounted to 37%, and households - 63%. The enterprises
increased milk production to 2 million 341.4 thousand tons (+ 7%) [1, p. 126-136].

In October 2023, the volume of milk yield at the enterprises amounted to 228.9
thousand tons of raw milk, which is 2% more than in September and 7% more
compared to October 2022. In the households for 10 months of 2023, 3 million 936
thousand tons of milk were produced, which is 14% less compared to last year's period.
In October 2023, the volume of milk yield in households amounted to 381.6 thousand
tons, which is 7% less compared to September 2023 and 13% less compared to October
2023. As of December 17, 2023, raw milk in Ukraine has risen in price by an average
of 34 kopecks (+2.4%) compared to November 25. The cost of raw milk continues to
rise due to limited supply in the domestic market. In December 2023, fresh dairy
producers and cheese makers experienced a shortage of raw materials as demand for
dairy products intensified. As of December 17, 2023, the average purchase price of
high-grade milk was UAH 14.61 per kilogram excluding VAT. In December 2023, the
price of this variety increased by 31 kopecks. The average price for first-grade milk
amounted to 13.54 UAH/Kkg excluding VAT, having increased by 39 kopecks
compared to the previous monitoring results. The minimum price in farms amounted
to 12.92 UAH/Kg, having risen by 12 kopecks over the past month. The maximum price
for the first grade was 14.28 UAH/kg, which is 78 kopecks higher than the results of
monitoring on November 25. Thus, the weighted average price of the three varieties
was 14.25 UAH/kg excluding VAT, an increase of 34 kopecks. The volume and share
of raw milk from households continues to decline rapidly, contributing to the
persistence of a shortage of raw materials in the market, which the industrial sector is
currently unable to compensate. In 2023, the consumption of dairy products increased
in Ukraine, as about 1 million citizens returned to the country from abroad, according
to the International Organization for Migration [2, p. 10-23].

Thus, the upward trend in purchase prices for milk continues due to the active
demand for dairy products from the population and the shortage of raw milk within the
country.
